As you know & preliminery estimste on the cost of
the reconstruetion of the Camellia Gerden wes received on Septemb-
er 24, 1958 from G. Morris Bteinbreker & Son of Georgetown amounte
ing to § 3,365.00. This estimete does not include resrrengement
of the Cemelliss nor the sdditionsl planting of bulbs, ground
cover snd evergreens, Considereble rebuilding of the loosaly
econstructed wall addition of drainage, excevetion of welks, stone
bed edging, cap tp wall, ete. The proposed planting will have to
be sdjusted on the ground becsuse of the existing growth.

The plenting plan 96-07 covers additions to form the
enclogure of the Ellipse. My ides is to provide a fairly dense
screen slong the hill or south side combining with the existing
materisls, This will through the views outwsrd towsrd the valley,
Denge sgereening is provided on the west side by hollies, ete. to
geparate this ellipse from intrusion there, Dogwoods on the east
will give color end eventuslly & view through their multi-grouped
trunks., All sre placed sway from the serial hornbesm hedge so that
it will not be crowded., 4 bordering end enclosing Jepsnese holly
hedge with ultimete height of 4' will give form end finish to the
lower part of the elliipse. A periwinkle border will held spring bulbs,
Other bulbs will be messes for color in the ivy ground cover,

I shall look forwerd to your suggeetions snd recommends~
tions on these plsne snd plentings. I believe they present s land-
scepe pleture best suited for the two aress under study.
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
